area history

The first Lowndes County Courthouse was 
built  on the town square in Haynevil le, 
the site of the present memorial to the 

Confederate dead. The building was 50 feet 
long, 40 feet wide and two stories tal l. It 
was constructed of handmade brick with 
twenty feet thick walls on the f irst story 

and 20-inch thick walls on the second story. 
The upper story contained six rooms. The 
cost of this f irst courthouse was $500.00. 
This courthouse served the county for over 

30 years, but in 1854, the building was 
declared unsafe. Construction of the new 
and present Lowndes County Courthouse 

began in 1855 and was completed in 1858. 
This building is one of only four antebel lum 
structures built  as courthouses in Alabama 

which are st i l l  being used today.

This is the copper-plated dome 

from the capitol building in Old 

Cahawba. It took six teams of 

oxen and approximately one 

month to move the dome from 

Old Cahawba to this church in 

Lowndesboro.

Confederate Memorial
Hayneville, Alabama

This house, now called Marengo, 

was built in Autauga County in 1847 

by Dr. Charter Campbell Howard. 

Dr. Howard moved to Lowndesboro, 

Alabama, in 1854 to improve his prac-

tice and brought his house with him. 

Each brick and board was separately 

dismantled, numbered, and floated 

down the Alabama River to Newport 

Landing, and then moved by ox-cart to 

its present site and re-erected. Today 

the home offers southern architecture, 

period furniture, historic preservation 

and a ghostly guest.

Lowndes County is the site of a well-known story involving one of Ala-
bama’s most famous and colorful Indian chiefs, Red Eagle.  Red Eagle  was 
a half-breed, having a Scottish father and a Creek Indian mother. He was 
known as William Weatherford to the white settlers who knew his father. 
His leadership role in the massacre of white settlers at Fort Mims in Baldwin 
County in 1813 was the precursor of the military encounter in Lowndes 
County from which the story arose. The encounter took place at a site called 
the Holy Ground, or Ikanatchaka in the Creek Indian language. About 
two miles north of the town of White Hall, is the site where Red Eagle’s 
warriors gathered at Holy Ground, a high bluff on the Alabama River which 
the Indians believed was impregnable because it was surrounded by creeks, 
swamps, thickets, and the river. On December 23, 1813, a battle arose 
between the Creeks led by Red Eagle and American forces under General 
Claiborne, with Pushmataha's Choctaws as allies. The Americans killed 
21Creeks and forced the rest into the Alabama River and surrounding 

swamps. Red Eagle was the last Creek to retreat. Seeing his only 
escape from capture and death was a leap into the river, he raced 
his horse to the edge of the bluff, dove on horseback into the 
Alabama River, and escaped in a hail of bullets to fight again at 
Horseshoe Bend.
